1. File/New/harafx.dot template will open a new document, say, Document1.

2. Click tools

3. Click macros

4. Select interparse from list of macros and click Run

A new window (“Userform2”) will open. Note, you cannot work on any other MS Word document while this window is open.

Type in Romanized Bengali in the Roman Section (bottom section).  As you type a word and hit space bar, the word will appear in Bengali script on the top section.  Keep typing (and correcting as needed) as long as you wish. Then click INSERT (one of the top buttons). We recommend you do it frequently lest you lose your work. This will insert your Romanized output in Document1 window (you may not be able to see it, if “Userform2” window covers the whole screen).  You can now click the RESET button, it will clear both Roman and Haraf sections, but will keep the stuff you have inserted in Document1 as is.  You can now start typing in the Roman section again. This time when you click INSERT button, your new Romanized input will be inserted in Document1 window following your initial insert.  Repeat the process. This way you can complete your Romanized document.  Once you have finished typing and inserting, click the EXIT button. You will now see Document1 window.  Delete the stuff at the bottom (This set of rules or Romanization rules), do any other editing (e.g., getting rid of paragraph marks) and save the document by giving it a name.

This process of parsing as you enter a space can become slow for a large volume of input. In that case, set the Auto Parse Radio button to Off and parse using the PARSE button.

The following is a brief description of the function of various buttons at the top of the Userform2.

Parse: If you type in a Romanized Bengali word in Roman (bottom) section and click Parse, you will see the Bengali word in Haraf (top) section. Instead of clicking Parse, you can use space and it will have the same effect.

Insert: It will insert the Romanized input in the roman section in Document1 window

Generate: You can generate the Bengali document by clicking this button.  This will convert your "Romanized input" in the Roman section into Bengali. For a short document this is fine. But for a long document, save the Romanized input in Document1 first.

Replace all: CAUTION: It will replace all information in Document1 window with the stuff that is currently in the Roman window. Do not use it, unless you want to get rid of whatever you have so far inserted. 

Exit: It will close Userform2 window
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
